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11. Are districts required to have a RtI process in place by December 1, 2013 and 

is the implementation of RtI mandatory in Wisconsin schools?

No, districts do not need to have a RtI process for all students in place by this date rather 

districts need to have a process for the identification of children with specific learning disabilities 

by December 1, 2013. A comprehensive/school-wide RtI system is not required in Wisconsin.
